Section IX

On a majority vote of those present at any regular meeting, a member of the governing body
may be suspended for non-attendance of eighty percent (80%) (gof 12 )

regular meetings n ot warranted by extenuating circumstances.

Article VI
Elections

Section I

Nominati on s will be accepted from the floor. The election will be h eld at the September
membership meeting. Th e election shall be h eld by secret ball ot to determ in e the results. The
election shall b e overseen by the governing body . The officers elect shal l be installed and take

office the first regular meeting in October.

Article VII
Committees

Section I

The president shall appoint a bylaw committee consisting of a board member as chair and
three (3) or more members to review the bylaws prior to the regular meeting in October.

Section II

The president shall appoint an audit committee consisting of no less than him/herself as
chairman and three (3) or more members to audit the books of the treasurer prior to the

regular meeting in October.

Section III

The president sh al l appoint a m embership committee to review the membership criteria and
monitor member s tanding.

Section IV
The president shall appoint an advertising and promotions committee consisting of two (2) or

more members to recommend and direct al l advertising and promotions.

Section V

The president shall appoint a corporate contact coordinator committee consisting of one (1)
or more members to recommend and direct our corporate contacts/contributors.

Section VI

The president shall appoint such special committees as is necessary at any time, or on the
majority vote of the officers, at any meeting, he/she shall appoint committees as they direct.

Section VII

All event chairpersons shall tum over to the treasurer a preliminary report along with all
receipts, cash, and check donations collected within ten (10) days following the completion of

the related event, and provide a final accounting report to the membership at the next
regular meeting.

Article VII
Procedure and Amendments

Section I

"Rober t 's Rules of Order" shall be the parliamentary authority on all matters.

Section II

Regular monthly membership meetings shall be h eld the first Monday of every month at six­
thirty p.m.(6:30 p.m.]. If schools are closed in Petoskey due to weather meeting will be

postponed until the following Monday. If schools are closed in a member's school district they
will be excused without penalty.

Section III

Sanctioned events include, but are not limited to; Monster Bash, Doe Camp, 50's Dance,
Community Yard Sale, and Ride for Life.

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Section IV

We will have our "Monster Bash" as the final event for the year. The "Monster Bash" will also
act as our kick-off event for the next fundraising year such that any funds raised during that

event will be the starting balance for the next fiscal year's fundraising

Section V

These bylaws may be amended at any regular or special meeting called for that purpose,
provided the amendment proposed is presented, in writing, at a minimum of two regular

meetings. A simple majority is required to pass an amendment.

Section VI

Start up funds for approved events shall be two-hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) .
Any funds necessary for the event above that amount will require a two-thirds (2/3) (or four

(4) members) board approval.

Section VII

All spending requires board approval.

Section VIII

Membership must approve NMCC fundraising activities.
All fundraising activities or events to be represented as an NMCC event must be proposed to
the board. The board must sponsor the proposed event prior to presenting the event to the

membership for vote.

Article VIII
Dissolution

Section I

This corporation may be dissolved by a two thirds (2/3) majority vote of the membership in
good standing.

Section II  

In the event of dissolution, the real-estate holdings of the corporation shall be liquidated, and after all financial 
obligations are met, and along with all other assets of the corporation, shall be distributed among nonprofit 
organizations (as defined under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue code) selected by a vote of the 

membership. Any assets remaining after implementation of this section shall escheat to the State of Michigan. The
foregoing bylaws of the Northern Michigan Cancer Crusaders supersedes any previous bylaws, and are hereby  

accepted by a majority vote of the membership in good standing and set in place on this ____day of _________by 
the governing body.  
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
